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Abstract

The purpose of this article to analyse the image of the ancient theatre character Macchus, in
particular his puppet embodiment, to identify the peculiarities of the hero's appearance and the
specifics of his behaviour on stage, to prove the primacy of this puppet trickster in the genealogy
of European puppet buffoons. The research methodology. In conducting this research, the following
methods were used: search and analysis (to collect information about ancient theatre, in particular
the genre of Atellan farce and its main figure, his presence on the puppet stage), comparative (to
draw parallels between the performance of the character of Macchus in drama and puppet theatre,
as well as the appearance and behaviour of the ancient puppet mascot and his descendant, the
Italian jester Pulcinella), and generalisation (to work on conclusions) methods were used. The
scientific novelty of the article is determined by the fact that the figure of one of the most famous
heroes of ancient theater, one of the main characters of the Atellan farce genre, has not yet been
thoroughly studied in Ukrainian scientific thought. Especially his puppetry embodiment. The studies
of Charles Magnin, Pietro Ferrigni are introduced into scientific circulation for the first time, thanks
to which the historiography of the question of constructing a theory of the origin of the general
puppet genealogy of Europe, headed by the ancient jester, is revealed. Conclusions. The research
of renowned experts in the history of European puppet theatre (Charles Magnin, Pietro Ferrigni),
as well as contemporary scholars and practitioners of puppetry (Toni Rumbau, Yulia Tymofieieva,
Ralph Schwarz) are considered, in which the concept of the origin of the genealogy of folk heroes of
European puppet theatre from the protagonist of the ancient Atellan farce, Macchus, is declared. The
features of the appearance of this puppet character (nuances of silhouette, figure, head shape, nose
contours, voice tone), character features (straightforwardness of judgement, frankness of speech,
brutality of actions, decisiveness of deeds) and behaviour patterns (unlawful behaviour contrary to
norms and laws, exposure of society's flaws, ridicule, criticism, sensitivity to socio-political issues).
The influence of this character on the formation of the stage character of the unified image of the
trickster in contemporary European puppet theatre is outlined, in particular through the line of the
mascot of the Italian puppet theatre Pulcinella.
